Gwithian Green
As a result of financial support from the Parish Council the planks on the Bridge across the stream have been completely replaced. The work was undertaken by a local resident, Mick Young. Materials have been purchased for a handrail where the path crosses Green lane. The work is to be undertaken this week by students from Duchy College.

Volunteers have cut the Hemlock Water drop-wort from the pipes to the gravel area past the Bridge. The contractor has also cut down some of the hemlock near the butterfly transect 5/6 but more work needs to be done.

The Parish Council have given approval for the new signs to be displayed the two “car park” areas but on the Bank Holiday weekend the original sign was

removed which will increase the costs of the replacement signs. A number of vans were parked on the grassland area on the “north car park”  over the same weekend because of the music event at the Sandsifter. There was considerable litter and a small section of the grass was burnt.

Towans Partnership   

The Towans Partnership met on  7th April 2011. There was unanimous agreement that the Partnership was valuable and should continue. The Gwithian Sewage Treatment Plant was again discussed with concerns raised about the fact that no action has been taken against SWW for the problems last Summer when the treatment plant failed to cope with extra pressure brought about by the two major campsites.

· Memorial to the late Ken Taylor. The meeting agreed that Sally should liaise with Jill and agree a suitable memorial – perhaps a tree – and a location with a plaque.
